There is one 32-page Teacher’s Resource book for each of the three four-book series. These resource books are flexible, allowing numerous opportunities to practice each stage of the writing process. Strong teacher support, including detailed notes showing how to model strategies in each step of the writing process, is available throughout the resource books. Each resource book features a program rationale, a step-by-step guide, a series overview planning 
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chart, four reading and four writing lessons with blackline masters, six writing process minilessons with blackline masters, and an assessment blackline master checklist to be used as a rubric for assessing students' work.

The Go Facts for the Primary Grades series is flexible. Students do not have to complete the writing process for every report—the goal is not always the finished product. Rather, it allows students to practice selected informational writing skills as they learn each step to writing a report. Unlike other programs where writing is an add-on component, Go Facts focuses on writing first and foremost. Paired with the Newbridge Discovery Links® Guided Reading Program, Go Facts is ideal for use in a literacy program or a thematic unit. Science and social studies content is integrated with reading and writing.
