Victorious Tobacco Attorney to Chair Conference for Practitioners

This verdict was the first against tobacco companies by a smoker who began smoking after the government required warning labels on cigarettes in 1965.


As co-chair of the conference and as a scheduled speaker, Madelyn Chaber will be sharing with participants her expertise on issues that go into asbestos/tobacco synergy cases, such as this recent groundbreaking one in California.  Tobacco attorneys and lawyers who are considering representing plaintiffs in this rapidly expanding area of practice can expect a wealth of information from attending this two day session with Madelyn Chaber.  Ms. Chaber was also the attorney who won a $50 million verdict against Philip Morris in a California court last year.  Her co-chair, attorney Norwood S. Wilner, stunned the legal world in 1996 with the highest verdict in history against a cigarette manufacturer.
